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GETI provided a unique opportunity for a new generation of ecumenical 

leaders from across the globe to engage with each other and with the 
themes presented at the World Council of Churches (WCC) Assembly in 

Busan (South Korea - 2013). These papers in which the participants reflect 
their experience show both this engagement and the diversity of their 

contexts. The papers deal with a variety of themes such as: pilgrimage, 
Asian Christology, food insecurity, just peace and the shift of the centre of 

gravity of Christianity to the Global South. The collection of these papers 

provides significant insights into the challenges faced by the ecumenical 
movement and the prospects for its future. More particularly they articulate 

the perspective of a new generation of leaders in the ecumenical movement 
whose voice needs to be heard.
